1.Henry thanked Bronwen for her service to PTC as secretary in 2005 and Frances for her great work as FOH co-ordinator
2. James Balian asked Henry if there was any inferred financial liability to PTC in relation the Co-Op productions if something goes wrong. ie: are we insured against any losses which may be incurred? Also, would members of PTC be liable?

Henry answered that the elected executive of the Co-Op are financially responsible and that he (as producer) has taken out separate insurance with AON (for those who are paid to be involved)  at a cost of $1000 per production.  He also mentioned that the PTC currently has Community Theatre insurance, but that this only covers voluntary people.

3. Mascara Monologues

Henry clarified the financial breakdown:

· PTC: receives 5% of total box office takings

· Star of the Sea: $2,500

· Producers (Henry and Jane): 20% of the profit

· Actors and crew: 80% of profit (to split amongst themselves)

Henry said that he hopes to run “Mojo” along the same lines.

Rights are not seemingly affected by the arrangement.
